Using Word 10

Create a poster with a number of different shapes both plane and 3-D.  

1. Give your poster a title.  You might like to use Word Art or choose a fancy font.

2. Draw shapes. Look in AutoShapes for shapes.

3. Labels the shapes.

Use the following shapes:

· Circle

· Square

· Rectangles

· Triangles

· Oval

· Rectangular prism

· Pyramids

· Cone

· Cylinder

· Sphere

· Cube

e.g.





When you label them, place names in a text box that has a dotted border and a background colour.  You will need to go to format text box to do this.

Use arrows to point from the label to the shape. 

Look in AutoShapes for shapes and arrows.

To make shapes move direction you can rotate them.  Click on the shape then click on the free rotate button to the left of AutoShapes.  Little green handles will appear that will allow you to rotate your shape.

You can also nudge a shape, or rotate or flip it.  To do this, click on the shape to select it then click on the Draw button to choose nudge, rotate or flip.

Put you name at the bottom and print it out.
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
