· Make notes about two ways animation can be made.
· What are some ways you show personality in a character?
· What sorts of material can be used to create props and sets for animation.
· What information should be included on a storyboard?

3. Think about the best bits of your book.  That is, what are some bits that could be good to show in your trailer?  Consider recording you answers to these questions as a comparison between the way the book has handled elements and how they could be shown digitally.
· How do elements of the book help create the mood or tone of the book? Does the setting place the reader in a familiar, comfortable situation or perhaps somewhere mysterious or frightening? Perhaps the way the text is constructed sets the tone: e.g. lots of short, sharp sentences give a feeling of non-stop action, or someone’s rambling reflections might suggest a more thoughtful mood.
· Is there a character or characters that readers are placed to feel strongly about? How has the author achieved this and why?
· In what ways could one or more central characters be represented through an object, a particular image, a word or a statement?
· What artifacts (or special items) might help represent people, places, ideas or events in the book? (e.g. In  Harry Potter it could be a wand, In Specky Magee it might be a football)
· What complications or problems occur in the book? How do the characters respond to them?
· Can you identify one or two scenes or events show a turning point in the story and how do they change the direction of the story? 
· What events are most exciting or compelling and what elements of the text made them so? How has action/suspense/emotion been created? 
· Write down some of the best lines from the book and explain in what ways they are important to the story. (e.g. develops humour, helps the reader to feel empathy for a characters situation, develops character, creates an image in your mind etc) 
· What appears to be the book’s main message or purpose?
Plan your book trailer 
4.  Plan your trailer on a storyboard. (There’s a storyboard template on Rollercoaster)  
· Refer to the answers above as you decide what to include.

· Decide how you will represent these elements of the story. Can they been show using still photographs or people or objects, words, scanned pictures, animation, etc.? 
· What words will be included either spoken or in print?

· What sort of music will you need to set the mood? 
· Make a list of the things you’ll need to organise before making your trailer such as props (or materials for making props) special sounds or music. 
Making your trailer
Have your completed storyboard and at the ready. 
Make sure you have all of the resources on your list organized.
Some things to keep in mind:

· Techniques can include drawn pictures, still photos, moving images (video or animation) or a mixture of both. 
· Consider how still and moving images can be shown from different angles or perhaps zooming in for effect.
· Consider how photos and pictures can be edited to change colour or create special effects and add atmosphere and mood to your video.  
· Consider how text fonts and colour can increase the impact. 

· Music and/or sound effects will help create mood.
